Launch of an innovative arts program in the francophone community:

“Les cellules créatives”  

(Creative Art Cells)

This program aims to stimulate artistic creation in francophone communities throughout Saskatchewan.  The program will target art mediums that have been under supported within the francophone artistic community thus far: Visual arts, performing arts and ‘technical’ arts.  

The Conseil culturel fransaskois  (Sask French cultural Council) will initiate and support 6 groups of French speaking artists, dancers, filmmakers, set designers, technicians etc… ages 16 and up, who wish to create together with a specific goal in mind, for example: a work of art, installation, performance or short film. Each cell’s members - whether beginner or accomplished - will be guided by a mentor who works professionally in that medium or domain; the idea being that the participants will ‘learn by doing’ through the preparation of their project.  These diverse artistic cells will also interact and collaborate on a number of multi-media projects from January 2010 to March 2011.

The Conseil culturel fransaskois invites visual and performing artists, creators in all mediums, and community cultural associations, to suggest a creative cell in the arts for their community. Of the 6 cells that will be launched, three cells are already scheduled to begin working together from January 2010 onward;  3 more will be chosen for 2010-2011. 
The 3 cells already chosen to begin working in January in Saskatoon and Regina and that will collaborate on 2 multimedia projects are : 1 - Video production – Regina (mentors Daniel Petit and Gaetan Benoit); 2 - Modern dance – Regina (mentor Johanna Bundon); 3 - Set design –Saskatoon (mentor Mark Eriksson). These 3 cells will collaborate on a music video for a promising young Saskatchewan rap artist and on the filming of a new contemporary dance creation.  Francophones in Saskatoon and Regina who are interested in participating in these 3 cells in January can already sign up by contacting the project coordinator.

The remaining 3 artistic cells for francophones in Saskatchewan will be chosen based on innovation and in the interest of including as many different communities as possible. These proposed cells must work within the following mediums:
1) Visual arts:  sculpture, painting, film/video etc..

2) Performing arts: priority will be given to dance projects and performing arts other than music 

3) Technical arts: audio-visual projects,  3D animation, set design  etc…
